BIKE BRANDING GUIDELINES

1. IMPORTING LOGOS / GRAPHIC ELEMENTS:

Import/place the vectorized (i e, converted into paths) originai image onto the bike sketch. Ideally your logo will
be in Al, EPS, SVG or PDF format In case of photo or image f1les we strongly recommend JPG or PDS files with
72 dpiin originai size. (Please al so refer to page 'Data Processing)

2. PRIMER / BIKE COLORS:

The base coat of your street food bike forms the foundation for your completely customised branding. For this,
the entire bike frame is coated with a high-quality powder coating in standard anthracite grey or a RAL Classic
colour of your choice; alternatively, for an additional charge, it can be finished with a robust triple-layer automo-
tive paint in the colour of your choice (RAL / NCS). You can easily convert the specified colour code to CMYK
yourself using an online converter and apply it as the body colour in the template on the PAINT/COATING layer
for a perfect visualisation of your bike.

3. BIKE DESIGN:

When using BRANDING-PAKET-PRO we typically recommend placing the two larger logos (60 x 35 cm) on the
client side (7) as well as the front side (2). The three smaller logos (40 x 25 cm) should be placed on the client
side (7)), the front side (2) and the cover flap or the vendor side (3). BRANDING-PAKET-PRO allows you

to create logos and graphic elements as 360° cutout and print film coating Please note that any texts placed on
lids are upside-down when shut Depending on the kind of bike selected (cooking/freezing inserts, CPI, CPI I,
etc.) the size of the space available for branding on the vendor side varies significantly. PLEASE NOTE As can
be seen in the template, large parts of the surface area will be almost entirely covered when attaching a rattan
basket The same applies to certain other conflgurations such as added speed racks. We strongly recommend
you refrain from placing important graphic elements in this area.

Your branding will be printed on 3M film - either with a silky matt or high gloss finish

4. HANDLING THE TEMPLATE:

The template offers a genuine dimensioning (I :7) of your bike. The separate layers organize printable and
non-printable areas, offer optional bike upgrades and show exact dimensions. Using the Show/Hide function
your bike can be displayed to your exact specifications.

The genuine dimensioning also allows you to see the f1nal size of your logo/graphics and their resolution (use
zoom at | 00%) The layer BIKE-BASE COAT COLOR lets you to de-fine the base color (see 2. above)

Once your street food bike has been successfully configured, save the final version as a PDF and send it (along
with all supporting materials - please refer to page 'Data Processing’) to graphic@paulundernst.com or the
sales representative working directly with you.

ad 3.) BIKE DESIGN USING OUR ADOBE ILLUSTRATOR TEMPLATES:

Your sales representative will provide you with a realistic template in Al format for the graphic design of your
customised bike, pushcart or trailer, as well as for parasols and/or beach flags. In the LAYERS window, you can
define your desired configuration at the start of the design process by displaying the add-ons you have ordered
(orange layer marker). This allows you to see what your personalised bike looks like and which areas on the
frame remain free for design. Now activate the 'PAINT/Lackierung’ layer and select the base colour for the
frame. On the "Place here: YOUR DESIGN" layer, place the logos/graphics as vectors in the CMYK colour space
(fonts converted to paths!), with 2 or 3 logos depending on the branding package ordered, or the full design in
the Branding LARGE package. Finally, save your design as an Al file and send it to us via WeTransfer to

We use CMYK (four-printed colors) color mode for all our printed products. Spot colors such as Pantone, RAL
or HSK are therefore only possible within the CMYK color range. Unfortunately, print color accuracy with RBG
colors cannot be guaranteed. If you choose to use spot colors in your files, we kindly ask you to inform your
sales representative upon ordering.

FONTS / IMAGES:
ATTENTION! All fonts (including fonts embedded in logos) need to be converted into paths (vectors). All
images, logos and fonts need to be supplied along with your print materials.

CONTOUR CUTTING AND WHITEPRINT:

Are you interested in using contour cutting or whiteprint for your print work? Please note that individual color
channels/layers need to be created as spot colors. The color channel for whiteprint should be named
‘Whitel", the color channel for cutlines should be labeled as 'CutContour’ — both channels need to be set to
‘overprint’. The assigned color can be chosen freely. When choosing this option, DF or EPS / Al data files are
absolutely essential,

Plotting: Only vector graphics can be plotted. All fonts and objects need to be converted into paths. Lines need
to be rendered as shapes (not as contours/line width). You will again have to create your own cut contour
lines and bleeds. The smallest possible uppercase height is 10 mm.

You can design the bike using our template, but are unable to create the print files yourself, including
cut-out lines and bleed areas? We'd be happy to do this for you for a small additional charge.
